The Weedbine is an eco-friendly solution for weed control in cool-season The machine itself uses rotating bristles that “sweep” grass and broad
grasses. This mechanical weed control option will be a game-changer for leaf weeds into a serrated auger apparatus. The grass passes through with
playgrounds, parks, sports fields, and other locations where chemical use is minimal damage while the broadleaves become damaged. Over time, weeds
limited. are starved of energy and vanish—no chemicals required!

Optimal Efficient Time-Saving

Initiate anytime while turfgrasses and
weeds are actively growing for 3-5 weeks
to significantly reduce weed cover, then
transition to treatments as needed

Start in the Fall (late August/early September) implement Weedbine treatments for
4-6 weeks, pick it up again in the Spring for 4-6 weeks, and then transistion
to monthly treatments as needed

Twice per week until weed pressure
is significantly reduced, then transition Once per week As needed
to once per week

2 mph for the first two treatments,
5 mph max
5 mph max after

Be as dynamic as possible, change direction/pattern each treatment

Minimum once per week after treatment. *Debris will be high for the first 1-4 treatments,
bag grass during mowing or collect debris for the first month as needed.”
